Summary:  There were 31 responses to Trophy Days, Charm Days, Medallion Days or Ace of Aces.  There were seven responses stated their Clubs did not have this type of Play.  They were held from 5 to 12 times a year.  At year’s end, most Clubs had a playoff for those with the best scores, while others used a point system.  A few Clubs did not accumulate scores for a year end award.  Awards were either prizes, trophies, charms, Pro Shop credit, or gifts.

1)  At Richmond we have Low Net Day once a month. The winner gets her name put on the Low Net chart in the locker room. Ideally we have 12 named by the end of the year (unless we get too much rain). In early Spring we have a 12 person playoff for the charm.

7) We have Charm Days.  Beginning around mid-April, we have a Charm Day played as part of our regular sweeps--no extra fee is collected.  Everyone pays into sweeps and the lowest net score of the field qualifies to play in a Charm Day playoff in October; additionally, all sweeps monies are paid to net winners of each flight.  We have 5 Charm Days; all low net ties will play in the play-off.  Charm Day qualifiers playing in playoffs are mixed among the field. 

You would think our higher handicappers have a better chance to win.  Perhaps they do; in fact, 2009 charm winner was a lower handicapper. 

We budget money for the charm which is a small gold, engraved charm that can be put on a bracelet or necklace.  The winner is presented her charm at the year-end luncheon.  It is lots of fun and a 'big deal' is made of each monthly qualifier and winner.  We do not change the dates of charm day qualifiers or charm playoff except by act of God.

31) Points are awarded for Low Nets on the 1st Wednesday of the month beginning in March and going through October.  Lowest Net receives 3 points, 2nd lowest Net receives 2 points, and 3rd Lowest Net receives 1 point . The member with the most points at the end of the year will receive the Captain's Trophy.  There must be at least three eligible players who complete an 18 hole round in order for points to be awarded.  Awards for ties will be duplicated.  HCP higher than 36 will be adjusted to a maximum of 36.  A tie at the end of October will be broken by a playoff between the members involved on the 1st Wednesday in November.  The playoff will consist of 18 holes.  If a tie still exists after 18 holes, a sudden victory play-off will take place beginning with Hole #18, then to Hole #1 and onwards until a winner is determined.

 

Just for info our Club Champion is determined by the same method as above, needless to say based on Gross instead of Net.  A member may not win both the Club Champion and Captain's Trophy in the current year.
