SUMMARY OF REPLIES:  There were 41 responses received.  Weekly tournaments are mostly subsidized by the Women’s Club’s annual dues.  Some Clubs charge $1, $2, $3, $4, $5 or $6 on the play day and pay out from what has been collected.  Most Clubs give Pro Shop Credit/chits for the weekly tournaments and golf balls on Guest Days.  
To maintain amateur status, cash should not be given.

Ambassador Responses:

1) At Woodbridge, we give out chits every week. We pay low net every week. We recognize the low gross but they don't get paid weekly.  The money for that comes from our budget. We do not give out cash. I don't believe that it is legal to do that. I may be wrong , you can check.

2) On regular play days, we pay out Pro Shop credits to low net winners, 1/3 of the field, paid by flights that are are established based on handicaps and number of players.  Those credits are posted immediately to players' accounts and can be used at any time for purchases in the Pro Shop.
Once a month, we have designated as Pro Points, Putts, Low Net and Low Gross.  The Pro Points calculations are recorded throughout the year, with Pro Shop credits given to flight winners at the end of the year; same for Putts.  On this once a month play day, in addition to Low Net winners (flights) there is one Low Gross winner, all paid through Pro Shop credits posted immediately to their accounts.
