13)  At Stanford, we have Tuesday Guest Days from April through October, usually the last Tuesday in the month. As of 2009, we no longer host Guest Days in the rainy, colder months.

 

We pay $50 greens fees for our guests (that's with a guest-pass card, member price) -

Plus $30 if the players wish an electric cart - 

Plus $10.00** (7.50 per person for the Continental breakfast $2.50 for sweeps). 

We no longer provide a buffet lunch; each member and guest can order from the Grill menu, and pay accordingly. 

 

**This year, the budget plans to cover $5.00 per player, so the breakfast and sweeps will be only $5.00 instead of the $10.

 

So, Guest Day totals would be $85 to play with a guest and cart...plus the extra $$ for purchased Grill lunch.

Or, $55 without a cart...plus the extra $$ for purchased Grill lunch.

 

We have several Alumni members who are "pay-as-you-play" members with our Tuesday group. Since they are not "regular members" of the Golf Course, they are not allowed to purchase the guest-pass card mentioned above. They must pay their own greens fees, plus full fees for their guests. Guest Days are very expensive for them. They pay greens fees every time they play - all days.

33)  We have between 6 and 8 Guest Days a year.  About half are full guest days - these are $32.50 per person.  The cost includes a nice breakfast buffet (including scrambled eggs) and either a served lunch or a buffet lunch which includes 3 course (soup/salad, entree, dessert).  If you want to include a cart there is an additional $18 per person charge.  The remaining guest days are "mini" guest days.  The cost of these is $2.50 per player.  There is no breakfast served, and at the end of the round everyone orders off the menu, and your guest's lunch gets charged to your member account.  Again, carts are an additional $18.  Both types of guest days include golf balls (inscribed with both our club, and our Women's Club logo) as prizes.   We instituted "mini" guest days about 4 years ago because many of our members don't invite guests and didn't want a big breakfast and lunch (along with the cost) 8 times a year.  We are allowed to bring up to 3 guests each guest day.
