Our 18-hole Women's Section will carry junior girls' handicaps if they are Associate (dependent children) members. They pay the fees for WGANC to list them with GHIN numbers. They do not participate in women's tournaments or Tuesday play days. Our 18-hole Section requires full members to "be 21 years of age or over."

 

The men's club has no restriction on age and has junior members with full tournament privileges.

 

Stanford allows dependent members until the age of 19 (or age 23 if they're full-time students enrolled in a minimum of 12 units per semester or quarter).
