Summary:  There were 27 replies to Elizabeth’s question.  Many of the Clubs award the Women’s Club champion a medallion or pendant.  Some include the name on a perpetual trophy, flowers and/or Pro Shop credit.  There were six Clubs who reported to vary the prize each year and some who gave Pro Shop credit.  In the case of a woman winning the Championship more than once, a precious stone (diamond, amethyst, etc.) was given or money toward that stone.  There’s more information regarding runner-ups, etc., that was quite informative.
